- No late entries accepted. Entries will be accepted by shipping them to: lowa Events Center, Amateur Wine Competition, 730 3rd St. Des Moines, IA
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- The Expo will mail entry tags to be completed and placed on wine bottles. It is important to fill out the entry tag completely. The more information
that can be given about the entry the more accurately it can be judged. Entries without tags can not be judged.

RULES

$3.00/bottle entry fee. One event ticket (Valued at $21) is provided for every two bottles entered.

- Exhibitors are limited to four exhibits per class, per household, but each exhibit must be significantly different in style, taste and ingredients.

All wines must list major ingredient (type grape, type berry, etc.), including sugar percentage.

All wines entered must have been processed by fermentation, produced and bottled exclusively by entrant.
Wines must be free of artificial coloring and/or flavor enhancers.

- No commercial wines are allowed.

Wine should be in a standard wine bottle, at least 750 milliliters, with the labels removed and entry tag attached.

Management will use diligence to insure the safety of articles after their arrival and placement, but in no case will they be responsible for any loss or
damage they may occur.

- Open to lowa residents only.

JUDGING

- Judges reserve the right to combine classes when the number of entries is insufficient. Judges decisions are final.

- Winemakers will receive their comments, score sheet and prizes after the Expo.

- Gold and silver may be awarded in each flight. Winning wines will be on display Nov. 12-13 at Hy-Vee Hall at lowa’s Premier Wine & Food Expo.
